GENERAL INFORMATION:

The Cave Spring Elementary School after school enrichment program, KICS, is designed to provide high quality fun and educational opportunities for students at our school.  Each course consists of six weeks of instruction, unless otherwise notified.

If you have any questions or concerns, please address them to the KICS committee co-chairs. Your input is appreciated and is important to the continued improvement of the program.

DATES AND TIMES:
Courses are offered on Tuesdays and Wednesdays starting on Tuesday, March 15 and ending on Wednesday, April 20.  Classes start immediately after school and are dismissed at 3:15 unless otherwise noted, such as for early dismissal.

Students will go directly to the cafeteria after school, where they will be served a light snack and drink (snack fee is included in class fee) before starting enrichment classes.  Instructor’s aides will meet with their students in the cafeteria, take roll, and escort the students to their classrooms.

TEACHER INFORMATION:
Each CSES teacher will receive a list of KICS students and their courses, categorized by day.

It is helpful to remind your child about KICS on the morning of his/her enrichment class.  This is especially important for instruments, materials, or clothing.

DISMISSAL:
Parents or authorized adult must pick up students at 3:15 or noted class dismissal time at their KICS classroom. Authorized person picking up a student after KICS must show an ID and initial the attendance sheet before leaving. This policy is imperative to ensure the safety of our children. If there is a last minute change for pickup, please call Ioana Farthing 589-6383 instead of the school office. 

Promptness in picking up students is required. Please do not inconvenience volunteers and school employees by coming late.

REGISTRATION:

Registration will be handled by BACKPACKS ONLY from Mon. 2/21-Fri. 2/25
Please indicate on the registration form if you would like to volunteer.

Children of volunteers will get priority placement. Volunteers may or may not be placed with their child, but will be scheduled for the same day.

A course that does not reach the minimum enrollment limit may be cancelled.  You will be notified by telephone immediately if a class is cancelled and payment will be returned.

KICS participants must be students at CSES.

Full payment is required at the time of registration.  A separate check and registration form are required for each course.  Additional forms are available in the school office.

You may only register children in your family/household.

You will receive a confirmation notice concerning each class your child is enrolled in.  Please verify the information as soon as you receive this notice.

With the exception of KICS instructors and volunteers, no early registration will be processed.

CONDUCT EXPECTATIONS: 

The same high standards of behavior that apply during school hours also apply for our KICS classes.

If our students are to derive maximum benefit and enjoyment from the program, it is imperative that instructors and fellow students are treated with respect and consideration.  Failure to do so will result in a formal warning in writing to be signed and returned by the next class.  If a second behavior warning is issued, the student will not be allowed to attend the next class.  A third incident will result in dismissal from the program without refund.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:
